Your signature is the key that unlocks your vote. Oregon’s signature verification process is one of many ways Oregon’s election officials verify your identity, ensure the integrity of our elections, and safeguard our democracy. That’s why it’s important that your ballot signature matches your voter registration record. Local elections officials also get data from the DMV, so if you’re in doubt, check the signature on your driver’s license, permit, or ID card.
Voters who return a ballot without a signature or one that doesn’t match the signature on file will be flagged and contacted by their county elections office to correct the issue.
